Curriculum Coverage: Core Rhymes: Data Implications/ Special Focus: 

Communication and Language 
Recognise and respond to familiar sounds 
Learns new words very rapidly and is able to use them in communicating 
Uses gestures, sometimes with limited talk 
Uses simple sentences 
Developing understanding of simple concepts such as big/ little 
Shows interest in play with sounds, songs and rhymes 
Physical Development 
Runs safely on whole foot 
Squats with steadiness to rest or play with object on the ground and rises 
to feet without using hands 
Turns pages in a book, sometimes several at once 
Feeds self competently with spoon 
Drinks well without spilling 
Personal, Social and Emotional Development 
Separates from main carer with support from a familiar adult 
Interested in others’ play and starts to join in 
Seeks out others to share experiences 
Seeks comfort from familiar adults when needed 
Responds to the feelings and wishes of others 
Growing ability to distract self when upset 
Shows understanding and co-operates with some boundaries and routines
